Make sure the locking tab at the top of the Base End Shroud is seated in the selection lip at the top of the back Weight Plate. 

		�  Push the shrouds inward. Tighten the inner screws. To tighten the outer screws, it may be necessary to remove the Barbell and Weight Plates. This adjustment is important 
for proper function and easier re-racking. If the barbell is difficult to re-rack after assembly, it may be necessary to repeat this process.
